Didn’t relate in any more support from the 

already constrained state, 

only more regulatory burdens 

on those who do comply

Farmer letter 11Jun

O.b.o. farmers in the DMA

Financial threat to future 

of farms and businesses

Cattle sales is the only 

income some farmer have

Decisions imposed  

without understanding 

Impact on farming 

communities in a DMA
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Appreciates the state doing all they can

We have lost our FMD status

Too many cases never spoken about!

The state can’t control movement in and 

through a DMA

Blood test results take too long - 3-5weeks!

No plan to isolate communal animals till results 

come back

Many animals injected but not banded & some 

only branded and not injected!

Follow up injections not given

Injected animals can only be sold at accredited abattoir

Harsh reality: To late and unaffordable to control 

movement of animals

Conclude: global vaccination only way to go

Farmer concerns:

Financial impact > cash-flow > insurance/ policies

Concern over commonage control - Double 

standards - two economies intertwined

Sheep and goats carriers but hardly get sick?

Those quarantined relatively confident in 

process – those in red zone not as well 

informed – have many questions
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Financial impacts on farmers 
and the value-chain players

Where quarantined on crop land & where grazing 

running out, cattle need to be moved / 

slaughtered A.S.A.P.

Stud farmers loose genetic value – forced to sell at 

commercial value

Auctioneers & transporters in red zones suffering 

Sernick registered for F-slaughtering, but not applied

Recommendations/going forward:

Good news that SAPS may be setting up 

roadblocks on NB routes 

We need to try avoid a DMA

Can’t have double standards (new vs. com.)

NB control of human vectors BIOSECURITY

United approach NB farmer compliance
